100 Club Rules
The aim of the club is to raise much needed funds for the Cricket Club. 

The club will have at least 100 members (hopefully). It will be possible to have more than 1 membership.

Each membership will cost £4.00 per month, paid by Standing Order (see enclosed form) or a lump sum of £48 paid annually.

50% of the income will benefit the club.

50% is paid out in prizes, through a monthly draw and a larger Christmas prize. The monetary value of the prizes will depend on the number of members……

THE MORE MEMBERS, THE LARGER THE PRIZES.

The draw will be made by two members of the Kinross Cricket Club Committee on a monthly basis. The Christmas Prize draw would be done at the Christmas party.

With a full complement of 100 members, the prize money would be £150 per month   (as two prizes of £100 and £50 ) plus £50 towards the BIG prize. This equates to the prize money being divided up 50% + 25% + 25%. The amount is therefore dependent on the number of members and the committee reserves the right to vary the prize money.

Again with the full complement of 100 members, the monthly income for the Cricket Club would be £200 per month or £2400 per year.

The Cricket Club has ongoing expenses and this seems a very good way to raise funds relatively painlessly AND there is a 1 in 50 chance of winning some money. 

We hope to start the 100 Club in November and would appreciate the return of completed application forms and monies by the end of October. Those paying by standing order will need to notify their bank by the middle of October for payment to start on the 1st November.
